What will you be doing?
· Oversee the Charity's accounts

· Oversee the charity's bookkeeper to  see records are up to date and prepare monthly and annual financial reports 

· Present yearly accounts to the Charity Commission

· Attend monthly trustee meetings via zoom/in person. (1.5 hours per month)

· Attend yearly business planning meetings in person  (3 hours yearly)

· Present to less financially minded trustees an understanding of our financial timeline and budget - interpreting financial data

· Lead on reviewing expenditure to identify any cost savings

· Take a co-signatory role for the charity's bank account and other financial accounts

· Knowledge and experience of current and fundraising financial practice relevant to charities

· Knowledge of bookkeeping and financial management

· Good financial analysis skills

· Ability to communicate clearly

· Commitment to working for the Lewisham community as a member of the trustee team
